School Rules & Procedures

1. Children must be in school by 9.20 a.m.

2. On hearing the school bell, pupils must assemble in a quiet and orderly fashion.

3. If a child is absent or wishes to leave the school, the parent must supply a written note giving a legitimate reason.

4. Pupils must never leave the school property without the class teacher’s permission.

5. The school by law reports all absences to NEWB four times a year. If your child is absent in excess of 20 days, the NEWB will follow their guidelines in accordance with Section 27 of Ed. Act. The school will notify parents when 15 days absent have been recorded.

6. A written note is required when a pupil fails to do or complete homework.

7. Playing or running in the hall or toilets is strictly forbidden.

8. Chewing gum is not allowed.

9. Children are not insured on the school premises before 9.20 a.m. or after 3.00p.m. Teachers and staff are not responsible for any incidents before or after school.

10. No excessive jewellery is to be worn, except watches and stud earrings. Make up is not to be worn in school.

11. Routine diagnostic tests are carried out by the class teacher / learning support teacher, as a professional guideline on a regular basis.
